Stage: 3
Title: Lưu Bút của chúng ta (Our yearbook)
Description: In this unit, students create a video yearbook in Vietnamese about their time at primary school.
Duration: This lesson sequence is designed to be completed over approximately 8 weeks.
Student proficiency levels: It is assumed that most Stage 3 students have been learning Vietnamese since Kindergarten and their proficiency level will be Intermediate. This unit is aimed at Intermediate students. Every classroom will be different, and teachers will need to adapt to their context. Many classes may include a combination of Beginner, Intermediate and Advanced students. Assessment tasks and opportunities in this unit can be differentiated using the ‘Too hard?’ and ‘Too easy?’ suggestions.

[bookmark: _Toc177130945]Activity 1 – learning map
Explain and display the Learning map to give students a more detailed breakdown of lessons during the unit. Point out that the Learning map is a plan that may need to change.
[bookmark: _Toc177130946]Activity 2 – school subjects
1. Have students Think-Pair-Share any names they know in Vietnamese for school subjects. Students share this knowledge with the class.
Display Resource 1 – school subject flashcards on the board. Call out each word on the flashcard in English and ask students to tell their partners the words they know by saying them in Vietnamese. Model and drill the correct pronunciation by reading from Resource 1 – school subject flashcards aloud, and have students repeat each word after you. Ensure correct pronunciation of the names of subjects in Vietnamese.
Have students copy the new vocabulary and glue Resource 1 into their workbooks. Create a word wall and add the new vocabulary to it.
Introduce the sentence ‘Môn học em thích là ...’ (My favourite subject is ...). Say it aloud and have students repeat. 
1. Give students time to discuss with a partner in English which subject is their favourite and why. Once they have decided, they practise saying it to their partner. Examples include:
Table 1 – favourite subjects
	Toán – Maths
	Môn học em thích là Toán. (My favourite subject is Maths.)

	Anh Văn – English
	Môn học em thích là Anh Văn. (My favourite subject is English.)

	Mỹ Thuật – Creative Arts

	Môn học em thích là Thể Thao. (My favourite subject is Sport.)


Ask students to write a sentence about their favourite subject in their workbooks.
[bookmark: _Activity_3_–][bookmark: _Toc177130947]Activity 3 – subject bingo
1. Play a whole-class communicative language learning game, such as bingo, to review Vocabulary 1 words.
Show students the word wall and ask them to make a bingo card by dividing a blank piece of paper into 6 squares and then writing 6 Vietnamese words for subjects from the word wall in each square.
Lead a whole-class game by calling out words from the word wall, ensuring to model the correct pronunciation.
Provide a handful of counters to each student. Each time a word is called out in Vietnamese, a counter must be placed on that word called on the bingo card. The winner is the first student to get a whole row of counters.
[bookmark: _Toc177130948]Activity 4 – class survey
1. Introduce the question ‘Bạn thích môn học gì ở trường?’ (What is your favourite subject at school?). Ask individual students in Vietnamese, positively acknowledging appropriate English or Vietnamese responses. Ask the class what the question means in English, then say it aloud and have students repeat several times until the pronunciation is correct. Students practise saying this to a partner.
Tell students that you want to find out what the most popular subject in this class is.
Once they have mastered the question ‘Bạn thích môn học gì ở trường?’ (What is your favourite subject at school?), students can add the response ‘Môn học mình thích là …’ (My favourite subject is …).
Students practise this with a partner until they are familiar and fluent with the phrase.
In their workbooks ask students to write down the names of school subjects in Vietnamese.
Model the question and answer again, then instruct students to go around the classroom, asking their classmates the same question and tally mark all the answers.
Demonstrate an example of a tally chart (see Table 2). Explain to students that this is just a made-up example and that they will be collecting their own data to produce their own tally graph.

Using the data from Table 2, demonstrate how create a bar graph (see Figure 3).
To create their own tally graphs, students set about writing up all the subject names just like in Table 2. Students then walk around the class and ask up to 10 students what their favourite subjects are.

Once they have collected this information they can create their own bar graph in their workbooks like Figure 3.
When students are finished creating their own bar graphs, they can go on a gallery walk to discuss their findings.
Note: a gallery walk activity gets students engaged in their learning by moving around the classroom and exploring a range of documents, images, or student work displayed around the classroom to share their feedback.
[bookmark: _Toc177130949]Activity 5 – find someone who?
1. Revise the following question and answer in Vietnamese about school subjects:
Bạn thích môn gì ở trường? (What is your favourite subject at school?)
Môn học mình thích là … (My favourite subject is …).
Students write the question and the answer in their workbooks in both English and Vietnamese.
In pairs, ask students to take turns asking and answering questions about the subjects they like.
Hand out Resource 2 – find someone who to students (one per student).
Ask students to walk around the classroom and ask modelled questions to complete it. The same name cannot be used twice. The first student to fill in their Resource 2 – find someone who worksheet is the winner.

[bookmark: _Toc177130953]Activity 1 – friendship circle 
1. As a warm-up, have students sit in a big circle on the floor. Explain that they will take turns asking and answering the same questions. Start with introducing and asking names.
1. Remind students of the question ‘Bạn tên gì?’ (What's your name?). Say it aloud and have students repeat several times until the pronunciation is correct. Students practise saying this to a partner, adding the response ‘Tên tôi là …’ (My name is …). Say the response aloud to remind students of the correct form. Have students repeat several times until the pronunciation is correct. Students write the question and the answer in their workbooks in both English and Vietnamese. 
1. One student will hold a soft ball (the talking piece) and say ‘Tên tôi là …’ (My name is …). They then pass it to a student sitting next to them (clockwise), at the same time asking the student, ‘Bạn tên gì?’ (What’s your name?).
1. The student receiving the ball will start by saying their name and then pass it to the person sitting next to them while asking them their name. The students keep passing the ball until everyone has had a turn at asking and answering the question.
[bookmark: _Toc177130954]Activity 2 – friends
1. Explain to students that when creating a yearbook for school, a big part will feature the friends that you made and being able to communicate who they are.
1. Introduce and model the question ‘Bạn của bạn là ai?’ (Who is your friend?). Say it aloud and have students repeat several times until the pronunciation is correct. Students practise saying this to a partner.
1. Once they have mastered the question ‘Bạn của bạn là ai?’ (Who is your friend?) students can add the response ‘Bạn mình là’ (My friend is …). Say it aloud and have students repeat several times until the pronunciation is correct. Students practise saying this to a partner.
1. Explain that students are going to play the friendship game again. This time however, instead of asking ‘Bạn tên gì?’ (What's your name?), and students responding with ‘Tên tôi là’ (My name is …), students will ask ‘Bạn của bạn là ai?’ (Who is your friend?) and respond with ‘Bạn mình là’ (My friend is …).
Repeat the activity to practise the new sentence structures.
As a class, discuss any new vocabulary and add this to the word wall. Students then write the above sentences in their workbooks.
[bookmark: _Activity_3_–_1][bookmark: _Toc177130955]Activity 3 – the best thing
1. Ask students:  What are some of the best things about school?
Provide examples using familiar contexts, such as:
The best thing about school is playing with friends 
Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là được chơi với các bạn 
The best thing about school is recess 
Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là giờ ra chơi
The best thing about school is playing sport 
Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là được chơi thể thao.
Have students Think-Pair-Share their own examples to share with the class.
Students share their findings with the class while suggestions are written on the board.
Suggestions for the best things about school may include: recess, lunch, learning, friends, excursions, the canteen, teachers, sport, school holidays, free time and playing with my friends.
Ask students if they know any of these words in Vietnamese. Have students Think-Pair-Share with a partner. Students say them out aloud and they are written on the board. Include any words not mentioned from the vocabulary list to the board. Similarly add any words suggested by students on the board to the vocabulary list.
Say each of the words on ‘the best’ list by saying ‘The best thing about school is …’ (Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường) in front of each one aloud in English and Vietnamese and have students repeat.
Display Resource 3 – ‘the best thing’ sentence builder. Students are to choose 5 of the best things about school and write them in sentences using the sentence builder.
Once they have written 5 sentences in their workbooks, they read them to a peer and have a discussion as to why they chose these things to be in their top 5.
As a class, discuss the new vocabulary and add it to the word wall. 
[bookmark: _Activity_4_–][bookmark: _Toc177130956]Activity 4 – interview questions
1. Explain to students that they will combine everything that they have learned so far and interview each other.
Explain that in an interview it is important to start and end in a certain way. In the interview there is one person who is asking the questions, and the other person is answering them.
Write the following introductory question and answer on the board in Vietnamese and read it out loud:
Hello, could you tell me about your time in Primary school? 
Xin chào, bạn có thể nói về thời gian mình học ở tiểu học không?
Sure, I would love to. 
Tất nhiên rồi, mình cũng rất muốn kể cho bạn. 
Ask students if they understand:
Both the question and answer?
Only the question?
Only the answer?
Students respond by showing a thumbs up once to express which question applies to them.
Say the opening question and answer aloud and have students repeat. Do this several times until all students in the class are pronouncing them correctly.
Have students write these down in their books and practise saying with a peer. 
Once they have practised with a partner, they can repeat the process with the following question and answer examples:
Example question 1: What is your favourite subject? 
Môn học ưa thích của bạn là gì?
Example answer 1: My favourite subject is … 
Môn học thích nhất của mình là …
Example question 2: Who is/are your friend(s)? 
Bạn của bạn là ai?
Example answer 2: My friend(s) is/are …
Bạn của mình là …
Example question 3: What is the best thing about school? 
Điều gì tuyệt vời nhất ở trường?
Example answer 3: The best thing about school is … 
Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là …
Have students practise asking and answering the example and introductory questions with a partner. Explain that as well as this being a speaking exercise, it is also a listening exercise. Both students have a turn at being the interviewer and the person being interviewed.
When all students have had a turn at both roles, the class gathers and students share the information they found out about their partners. They must do this in Vietnamese. For example, ‘Môn học thích nhất của Cooper là Toán, bạn của bạn ấy là Matthew và Jack, và điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là giờ chơi.’ (Cooper’s favourite subject is maths, his friends are Matthew and Jack, and the best thing about school is free time).

[bookmark: _Toc177130959]Activity 1 – introducing superlatives …
1. Explain to students that they will be learning about superlatives. Tell students that superlatives are terms used to describe the highest or lowest degree of a quality among 2 or more items or people.
Write ‘hay nhất’, ‘thú vị nhất’, ‘vui nhất’ and ‘hạnh phúc nhất’ (the most interesting, the most exciting, the funniest and the happiest) on the board.
Explain as an example that you can be ‘vui’ (happy) when you are learning at school, however you are ‘vui nhất’ (happiest) when you are playing with your friends.
Write the following superlative phrases on the board in Vietnamese and read them out loud:
The most interesting (Điều hay nhất)
The most exciting (Điều thú vị nhất)
The funniest (Điều vui nhất)
The happiest (Điều hạnh phúc nhất)
Ask students: Do you know:
all of these phrases?
some of these phrases?
any of these phrases?
Students respond by showing a thumbs up once to express what they already know. 
Say the superlative phrases aloud and have students repeat. Do this several times until all students in the class are pronouncing them accurately.
Have students write these in their workbooks in both English and Vietnamese. Next to each phrase students write what they find ‘the most interesting’, ‘the most exciting’, ‘the funniest’ and ‘the happiest’ memories from their primary school years so far. Explain that they will be using these in a later lesson.
[bookmark: _Toc177130960]Activity 2 – snakes and ladders
1. Tell students that they will play snakes and ladders to reinforce the new vocabulary.
Display the Resource 4 – snakes and ladders board and go through the vocabulary again. Model how to say each word aloud and have students repeat each word before playing the game.
In small groups, students play the snakes and ladders game.
Each group gets a counter for each player, one die and Resource 4 – snakes and ladders board.
Place counters on the board in the ‘Start’ location. Players take turns rolling the die. The student with the largest number starts the game.
As each student rolls their die they must say the number aloud in Vietnamese and move along the number of spaces indicated. At each space students read the word that they land on in Vietnamese
If students land on a ladder space and can correctly say the word, they move up the ladder. If they don’t say the word correctly they stay where they are until their next turn. When they land on the snake space they must move down the snake unless they can say the word correctly and give the English word as well. If they are correct, they stay where they are. If they are incorrect, they must move down the snake.
The next student will then roll the die and have their turn. The game continues with everyone taking their turns. The game ends when the first student reaches ‘Finish’. 
[bookmark: _Activity_3_–_2][bookmark: _Toc177130961]Activity 3 – interview role play 
1. Review the following phrases with the class by saying them and displaying them on the board.
Introductory question: Hello, could you tell me about your time in Primary school?
Introductory answer: Sure. I would love to. 
Chắc chắn rồi! Mình sẽ kể cho bạn nghe
Example question 1: What is your favourite subject? 
Môn học ưa thích của bạn là gì?
Example answer 1: My favourite subject is … 
Môn học thích nhất của mình là…
Example question 2: Who is/are your friend(s)? 
Bạn của bạn là ai?
Example answer 2: My friend(s) is/are …
Bạn của mình là…
Example question 3: What is the best thing about school? 
Điều gì tuyệt vời nhất ở trường?
Example answer 3: The best thing about school is…
Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là …
Remind students that in an interview it is important to start and end in a certain way. Explain that we are going to add the following closing phrases to the end of the interview:
Thank you for talking to me today. 
Cám ơn bạn đã chia sẻ.
You’re welcome. 
Không có chi.
Say the phrases out aloud and have students repeat. Continue saying aloud and having the students repeat until the phrases have been mastered. Students write these in their workbooks to the bottom of the script they used in Week 2, Activity 4 – interview questions.I 
Students add the new vocabulary to the beginning and the end of their script.
Closing sentence 1: Thank you for talking to me today. 
Cám ơn bạn đã chia sẻ.
Closing sentence 2: You’re welcome. 
Không có chi
With their script, students get into pairs and take turns at being the interviewer and person being interviewed.
[bookmark: _Activity_4_–_1][bookmark: _Toc158357481][bookmark: _Toc177130962]Activity 4 – vocabulary hot seat 
1. Play a communicative language learning game, ‘hot seat’, with the whole class to practise the words from Vocabulary tables 2 and 3.
Divide the class into 2 teams. Select one player from each team to sit with their back to the board.
Write the word for the best thing about school from Vocabulary 2 – nouns or Vocabulary 3 – verbs on the board.
Students from each team will take turns giving clues in English to their teammate in the hot seat, without using the Vietnamese or English word written on the board; for example, ‘This is the first break we have in day’. The first student in the hot seat to correctly say the word for ‘recess’ in Vietnamese earns a point for their team.
Evaluation: use the Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to make notes about student understanding of the vocabulary. Advanced students can give clues in Vietnamese.

[bookmark: _Toc177130965]Activity 1 – pre-assessment of vocabulary
1. Have students Think-Pair-Share their:
most interesting memory of school
funniest memory of school
happiest memory of school.
Students share their findings with the class while suggestions are written on the board in English. Suggestions may include excursions, concerts, Easter hat parade, camp, swimming or athletics carnival or multicultural day.
Display Resource 5 – memories flashcards and hand out whiteboards and markers to each student. Read through each phrase in Vocabulary 5 – memorable moments.
As you read through the list in English, ask students if they know any of these words in Vietnamese. If they do know the word, they say it to a partner first, and then write the word on their whiteboard and hold it up in front of them. If they think know the word, encourage students to write their best attempt. Note any misconceptions and address these misconceptions in Weeks 7 or 8.
Write down all the corresponding Vietnamese words for the list and read each one aloud. Students repeat each word.
Students record the new vocabulary in their Vietnamese exercise books.
[bookmark: _Activity_2_–][bookmark: _Toc177130966]Activity 2 – matching it
1. Hand out Resource 6 – matching words to each student. Explain that the Vietnamese words and phrases on the right-hand side do not correspond with the English words and phrases on the left and tell the students it is their job to match them all up correctly. 
Students cut up all the words and find the matching pairs of English and Vietnamese words.
Once the words have been matched, students have a peer check their work and fix any errors they identify. The matching words are then glued into their workbooks.
Students read out their list of words in Vietnamese to a partner.
[bookmark: _Toc177130967]Activity 3 – most to least
1. Hand out a copy of Resource 1 – school subject flashcards and Resource 6 – matching words for each student to cut up and place in front of them. Explain that you would like them to take each school subject flashcard and place them in a row in order from most interesting to least interesting subjects. Students then Think-Pair-Share with a partner why they have chosen to put the subjects in this order.
1. Explain that on one end of the row is their most interesting subject and on the other end of the row is their least interesting subject. And even though other subjects can be fun, some are more fun than others and this is why we use the word ‘most’ in front of it. 
1. Once students have put these subjects in order they match them with the cut-up Vietnamese words from Activity 2 and stick these into their workbooks.
1. Students write a sentence about their most interesting subject, using the phrase ‘Điều hay nhất’.
[bookmark: _Toc177130968]Activity 4 – sentence builder
1. Introduce the following question and answer to the class by saying them aloud and displaying them on the board.
What is your most interesting memory of school?
Kỷ niệm nào đáng nhớ nhất ở trường?
My most interesting memory is … 
Kỷ niệm đáng nhớ nhất của mình là ...
Ask students to Think-Pair-Share what these phrases mean in Vietnamese and share this with the class. Say the phrases aloud and have students repeat them. 
Model the sentence using a superlative from Vocabulary 4 – superlatives. For example, ‘My happiest memory of school is camp’.
Students self-assess their understanding of each phrase by raising their thumb up to their chest if they are familiar with the meaning of each phrase.
Explain that this phrase is used to share their best memories of school. Highlight the role of superlatives in describing their memories.
Display Resource 7 – sentence builder. Model each phrase, and have students repeat after you, first as a class. Then, ask them to turn to a partner and repeat the phrase. Ensure students practise using different superlatives and memories.
Students walk around the room sharing memories of school with approximately 5 other students.
Students then record their sentences in their exercise books.
Evaluation: use the Intentional observation checklist for communicative activities to make notes about student understanding of the target language, their pronunciation and use of gesture, facial expression and tone to support communication.
[bookmark: _Toc177130969]Activity 5 – role play
1. Divide students into pairs and provide each pair with a set of Resource 8 – role-play scaffold cards. Each pair will alternate roles between 'interviewer' and 'interviewee.'
Demonstrate the role-play, showing students how to use greetings and the role-play scaffold cards.
Suggested interaction:
Student A: Hello, could you tell me about your time in Primary school?
Xin chào! Bạn có thể nói về kỷ niệm của mình ở trường tiểu học không?
Student B: Sure, I would love to.
Chắc chắn rồi! Mình sẽ kể cho bạn nghe.
Student A: What is the best thing about school?
Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là gì?
Student B: The best thing about school is my teacher.
Điều tuyệt vời nhất ở trường là cô giáo của mình.
Student A: What is your happiest memory of school?

Divide students into pairs and have them perform the role-play, using the suggested interaction as a guide. 
Students have a turn at both asking the questions and answering the questions. Explain to students that ‘most interesting’ can be replaced with ‘funniest’ or ‘happiest.’
Note: students that are not confident or fluent can use their sentence builders for this role play.

Students identify and call out the word that does not belong. Then, in groups of 5 or 6, have the students play several rounds of this game. See below suggested examples:
maths, geography, swimming carnival (toán, địa lý, lễ hội bơi lội)
favourite, canteen, recess (nhất, căn-tin, giờ ra chơi)
learning, teacher, playing (học, giáo viên, chơi)

1. Hand out Resource 9 – assessment task – Our yearbook.
28. Explain the communicative task: Your class has been asked to create a video yearbook in Vietnamese to celebrate your time in primary school and you must provide information on your favourite subjects, friends, and memories.
29. Students will be interviewed by a student journalist who will ask questions about their favourite things about school and students must answer.
30. Point out that: 
the context of the task is that your school is creating an end of school video yearbook
the audience of the communication will be a student journalist
the communicative purpose or reason is to talk about your memories.
[bookmark: _Toc177130973]Activity 3 – success criteria
After looking at the assessment task, students Think-Pair-Share and suggest appropriate success criteria, such as:
I will be successful if I can:
speak in Vietnamese using modelled sentences
speak in a well-paced manner

correctly use grammar and pronounce learned vocabulary
use superlatives to describe my memories.

1. Show students an unmarked copy of Resource 10 – rubric – Our yearbook. This may need to be adapted if the class has decided on different success criteria.
32. Explain metalanguage such as fluency, accuracy, pronunciation and vocabulary.
33. Students read and then discuss the ‘excellent’ column of the rubric in pairs. They then share their understanding of what is needed to be successful.
34. Point out and provide examples of what ‘excellent’ and ‘sound’ samples of task completion, fluency, accuracy, pronunciation and vocabulary look and sound like.

1. Explain to students that you are being interviewed by the principal of your local high school who wants to know more information about you. They are especially interested in your primary school experience and are going to ask you to talk about all the things you enjoyed.
Divide students into pairs and explain that they will each have a turn at being the ‘Student’ and the ‘School principal’.
Below is a sample interaction illustrating the conversation pattern students should follow:
School principal: Hello, could you tell me about your time in primary school?

In groups of 4 or 5, students create their own bingo cards featuring various words and phrases that have been taught throughout the unit.
On the cards, students write down 6 of these words or phrases. One student calls the words or phrases out one at a time from the word wall. The student who has all their words or phrases called out first wins the game. Play this till every student has a chance at calling out the phrases.
[bookmark: _Toc177130978]Activity 2 – task set-up
Tell students they will use the language they have learned in this unit in an interview with a student journalist. Everyone will have a turn of playing the role of journalist. Students get into groups of 4. Groups are given a few minutes to ensure everybody knows the order in which they will perform each role. The student being interviewed will be completing the assessed communicative task.
Suggested rotations:
Role-play 1: Student 1 – Student, Student 2 – Journalist, Student 3 – Peer-assessor, Student 4 – Camera operator 
Role-play 2: Student 1 – Peer-assessor, Student 2 – Camera operator, Student 3 – Student, Student 4 – Journalist
Role-play 3: Student 1 – Journalist, Student 2 – Peer-assessor Student 3 – Camera operator, Student 4 – Student
Role-play 4: Student 1 – Camera operator, Student 2 – Student, Student 3 – Journalist, Student 4 – Peer-assessor.
[bookmark: _Toc177130979]Activity 2 – communicative task – Our yearbook
Note: make sure to space students apart when filming. Demonstrate how to film using a recording device. Use microphones, if possible, to maximise sound quality. Highlight the importance of holding the recording device still by using a tripod or resting it on a table.
1. Students get into groups of 4 and complete the task.

Make sure there is space for students to perform their task. If possible, provide microphones to maximise sound quality. Highlight the importance of holding the device still, using a tripod or resting it on a table. Demonstrate how to film using the selected device.
Students get into groups of 4
One student records the interaction between the interviewed student and the student journalist. Another student will provide peer-assessment to the interviewed student after the interaction using the Tell, Ask, Give strategy.
Students provide peer feedback verbally and follow up by completing the peer feedback slip. 
Note: before recording interactions, check if any students do not have permission to be filmed. Alternatives to video recording include audio recording or watching students’ interactions while taking notes and marking against the rubric.
[bookmark: _Toc177130980]Activity 3 – peer-assessment
Note: this may be the first-time students have engaged in peer-assessment. As a result, you may need to provide further explanation on why this is important and what students should and should not do while giving and receiving peer-assessment.
1. Students pair up and give each other feedback on their introduction of one or more family members using Resource 11 – peer feedback strategy – TAG feedback slip.
Explain that it is important that students check not only their own work, but also provide feedback to classmates regarding their work. Remind students that they need to be respectful to each other when giving and receiving feedback.
Co-construct ‘ground rules’ for peer feedback. It may be helpful to provide sentence starters to prompt students. For example, ‘I like the way …’, ‘You did an excellent job of …’, ‘My favourite part was …’, ‘I didn’t understand …’. Emphasise that the peer feedback should be related to the visual rubric provided for this task.
Each student will provide and receive feedback to the student who was ‘you’ when they had the role of peer-assessor/camera operator. Peer feedback is provided verbally and may be followed up with a completed peer feedback slip.

Students from each team will take turns giving clues in English to their teammate in the hot seat, without using the Vietnamese word written on the board; for example, ‘for this subject you can use a calculator.’ The first student in the hot seat to correctly say the word for ‘maths’ in Vietnamese earns a point for their team.

Students watch the video of themselves completing the task and mark themselves using the rubric. Students then compare both the teacher completed rubric and the one they completed.

Task instructions
1. This task will be completed in groups of 4. Each student will take turns at all 4 roles:
the student (the interviewee)
peer-assessor
the student journalist (the interviewer)
camera operator.
The student being interviewed is completing the communicative task, so you will only be assessed for task completion while performing this role. You will be assessed on all other criteria in the rubric while performing all roles except for camera operator.
When you are the camera operator, you will record the interaction between the other members of your group. 
Either the student journalist or camera operator will also provide feedback to the student being interviewed. This feedback will take the form of ‘Tell, Ask, Give’.
Reflect on your performance and identify areas for improvement. Use this information to set a learning goal for the next stage of learning.
