Activity 1 answers
1. What is the shop keeper is asking with the question 식혜 사고 싶어요?
	Would you like to buy shikhye?


2. What question do you already know that has a similar meaning to this question?
	~드릴까요?


3. What do you think the character 잔 means in the sentence 떡볶이 하고 식혜 두 잔 주세요?
	잔 means cup or glass.


4. How does the shopkeeper describe the tteokbokki?
	매워요. It’s spicy.


5. The shop keeper responds 이것은 쌀이에요 to the customer when they ask 이것은 뭐예요? about the shikhye. What do you think 쌀 means?
	쌀 means rice. Shikhye is a sweet rice drink.


6. Is the customer or the shop keeper standing closest to the shikhye? How do you know?
	The customer asks저것은 뭐예요? (What is that?). The shop keeper responds with그것은 식혜예요 (That over there is shikhye), so the customer is closer to the shikhye.


7. What do you think the word 인분 means in the sentence 떡볶이 일 인분 하고 식혜 두 잔 주세요?
	The word인분 (inbun) means ‘serving’.


8. What is the final order and agreed price for the items?
	The customer pays 5500 won for tteokbokki and 2 cups of shikhye.


Activity 2

The following strategies provide a starting point for how you can differentiate this activity for a range of learners. Adapt or design alternatives, to meet the needs of students in your class.
Students with advanced proficiency – students create their own dialogue without prompts, including additional information such as how much they paid in a different stall, or where else they could purchase the same items. 
High potential and gifted students – students create a dialogue that includes additional details, such as their like or dislike of the items, additional items and questions about the items.
Students requiring additional support – students complete the sample dialogue in Romanised Korean (below) by choosing the correct word from the pair of bold words in the text.
