Students with advanced proficiency – students create their own questions and engage in a sustained interaction based on the initial question, including agreeing or disagreeing, asking about frequency and preferences, how long they have been doing the activity and so on.
High potential and gifted students – encourage students to provide additional details in their answers, for example, adding a reason for their response, for example, Non vado mai al cinema perché è troppo costoso.
