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Instructions
Work in pairs or groups of 3. When directed, a representative from your group will collect the first of 5 sentences from your teacher. Working together, your group will draw a series of pictures that represents the sentence you have been given, ensuring that all details that have been specified in the sentence are included in the images. When you have finished, your representative will deliver the picture to your teacher who will check to ensure there are no missing details.
If any detail is missing, your teacher will return the picture to you with the missing detail(s) circled in the sentence, for example, a word or a number. If the picture has been correctly represented, the teacher will hand your group representative the next sentence to be drawn and they return to your group. Repeat this process until all 5 sentences have been correctly represented in images. The first group to accurately represent all 5 sentences is the winner.

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For the teacher
Remove this section before sharing this resource with students.
Print enough sets of sentences for students to work in groups of 2 or 3. Prior to the activity, cut the sentences into individual strips to be distributed to each group representative, one at a time. Direct students to choose a representative for their group.
To begin the game, ask the representative from each group to come and collect the first sentence. The group must work together to produce images that represent each element of the sentence they have been given. Once they have finished the first sentence, the representative brings their drawing to you for checking. Ensure that each detail of the sentence is represented in the images. If a detail is missing, circle the missing detail(s) in the sentence and return the strip of paper to the representative so that they can return to their group and amend their original drawing. If their drawing accurately represents the sentence provide them with the next sentence. Repeat this process until all sentences have been drawn. The first team to complete all 5 sentences is the winner.
As a variation, students could draw the entire scene described in the Latin sentence, rather than individual details,
