[bookmark: _Toc173222593]Part C – create an infographic or awareness poster
Note: Part C could be altered to be a video or blog to meet the interests and abilities of students.
Using all the information you have now learnt about the textile industry (such as what impact it has on the environment and what people can do to help fix this) you are to design and create an awareness poster to share with people who may not be aware of these issues.
You may choose to focus on one environmental issue or raise awareness around several of the issues. You may also decide to include your pledge (Part A question 4) to encourage others to do the same.
There are many examples where different numbers and facts are used to communicate what negative impact we are having as a society. Choose one of these facts and include an infographic that would help illustrate what it means.
For example, the Australia's fashion waste in numbers webpage tells us that 10,000 tonnes of clothes are made in Australia each year. A cargo ship weighs 1,000 tonnes which means that Australia makes enough clothes to fill 10 cargo ships.
On an infographic you could show readers that this fact looks like this.

	Steps
	What I need to do and when I need to do it

	Part A – watch and read through the resources provided
	What do I need to do? Take rough notes as a draft whilst you are reading and watching the resources for Part A.
When do I need to do it? Complete this during the initial research phase, within the first day or 2.

	Complete your answers from your research for Part A
	What do I need to do? Use the notes you have taken from the 3 different resources and complete the 4 questions asked.
When do I need to do it? This should be completed by the end of the first week.

	Part B – watch the 2 YouTube clips about blogging
	What do I need to do? Watch the clips and have a look at some examples of blogs so that you can begin to understand how you might set out your blog page.
When do I need to do it? Dedicate a couple of days to look at online examples of blogs.

	Choose a designer
	What do I need to do? Research a textile designer that is making a positive impact on the environment through their designs.
When do I need to do it? Complete this ideally within the first day or 2 of starting this part of the assessment.

	Research your chosen designer
	What do I need to do? Research who your designer is, or their business name, what do they design and how their designs have a positive impact on the environment.
When do I need to do it? This will require additional research and time to review your information.

	Create your blog
	What do I need to do? Choose which platform and how you are going to present your blog and the information about your designer. Create your blog page about your ‘Consciously Creative’ designer.
When do I need to do it? It takes a little bit of time to learn how to create your blog (refer to the resources provided to help you) and make sure that the information you have will fit on the page, allowing for revisions.

	Design your awareness poster
	What do I need to do? Decide what issue or issues you would like to make people aware of about the textile industry’s impact on the environment. You may also want to choose to include advice or suggestions.
When do I need to do it? You will not be able to begin this section until you have completed Part A and Part B so that you are aware of what your information will be.

	Submit your answers to Part A, your designer blog and awareness poster.
	What do I need to do? Submit your final answers for Part A, your Part B blog on your chosen designer and you Part C poster for assessment. Ensure that all parts of the assessment meet the criteria.
When do I need to do it? Submit the 3 parts by the due date set by the teacher.




[bookmark: _Toc173222596]What is the teacher looking for?
The task requires students to work individually to research the environmental impacts that the textile industry has. Students will access the resources provided to complete this research using the questions allocated in the task (Part A).
Students will then research a textile designer (Part B) of their choice that is using their designs to help combat some of the issues research throughout Part A. Students will present the information about their designer in a blog format. There is information provided for students who may not understand what a blog is or how to create one. Students must answer Part A, B and C in their blog. To demonstrate understanding of how their designs improves sustainability students will identify the issue that these designs will assist. Creativity and the use of digital technology is encouraged for this part of the assessment, which could include technologies such as Canva.
Part C of the task requires students to use the above research and case study to design a poster that makes readers aware of issues that the community faces because of the textile industry. Creativity and the use of digital technology is encouraged for this part of the assessment, which could include technologies such as Canva.
Overall, the task expects students to have an understanding and awareness of the sustainability and environmental issues that our communities are facing due to the textile industry. They are also expected to be able to clearly articulate some of the solutions to help combat these issues.
