Unique Features

« Each intervention is linked to a function of
behaviour

- Improves attendance, behaviour, and/or grades

- Based on relationship building through ongoing connections

« Long-term (1-2 years)

+ G&C is a more relationship-based approach that focuses on
problem solving and capacity bu

+ Caters for externalising and internalising behaviours

- Each intervention is monitored carefully and
continuously

+ Each intervention can be intensified if the
need arises

« Each intervention can be faded when
necessary

- Consuttation and communication with parents
and carers is an essential component of each
intervention

- Provides a student with a personal connection and buy-in

+ Helps student to feel ike someone “has their back”

+ Helps student to percaive school, teachers, work in a more
positive light

- The student/mentor relationship is all about connecting and
establishing a rapport and trusting relationship
