As the largest provider of public education in Australia,
the department has a unique and important role to play in
leading, influencing and raising awareness to embed child
safe practice and Child Safe Standards. The Plan details
our commitment to both ensuring our students are safe in
NSW Public Schools and leading by example in creating
a culture that prioritises child safety and the wellbeing of
our students.

The department’s vision is to be Australia’s best education
system and one of the finest in the world. Our purpose

is to transform lives through public education. We want
every student to learn, grow and belong to an outstanding
and equitable education system. We recognise that

NSW public schools are diverse and are committed to
identifying and addressing the full range of risks to child
safety in our schools and ensuring we are responsive to,
and inclusive of, the needs of all students, regardless of
where they live, their identity, cultural and/or linguistic
background or disability status.

This Plan provides a four-year roadmap to ensure our
students’ safety, welfare and wellbeing are at the
forefront of what we do. It was developed in consultation
with key stakeholders and commits to ongoing
collaboration.

The Plan outlines the department’s high-level strategies to:

¢ build awareness in the community about the importance of
child safety

¢ build capability to implement the Child Safe Standards and

¢ improve the safety of children by implementing the Child
Safe Standards.

Schools play a key role in educating and supporting our
students to thrive and prepare for life beyond school. As
child safe organisations, the department and schools are
committed to the adoption and implementation of the ten
Child Safe Standards and embedding child safe practice in
our culture, organisation and work. Everyone -from staff,
schools, students, parents and carers, organisations we
work with and the community -has a role and responsibility
to ensure the safety and wellbeing of our students. We will
know we have been successful when our students tell us
they feel known, valued and cared for in our schools.

The NSW Department of Education’s (the department) role includes both
leading, influencing and raising awareness across the education sector
to embed child safe practice and Child Safe Standards, and supporting
consistent implementation of Child Safe Standards across NSW public
schools.!

The department and schools are responsible for providing a safe learning
environment. As child safe organisations, the department and NSW public
schools are responsible for:

¢ raising awareness of the Child Safe Standards
¢ implementing the Child Safe Standards

e ensuring all staff and services engaged are suitable to work with
students

¢ reporting child protection concerns as they arise, as mandatory reporters

e ensuring all staff are up to date with their mandatory child protection
training and updates to key policies, procedures and resources

e contributing to culturally safe and inclusive learning environments that
support the safety and wellbeing of all students

e continuous improvement to child safe practice to ensure the ongoing
safety and wellbeing of all students.

Our students are at the centre of all of our decision
making. We have responsibility for delivering high-quality
public education to two-thirds of the NSW student
population. We also work closely with the non-government
school sector to ensure the delivery of high-quality and
equitable education for all students. We build pathways
for lifelong learning and support the delivery of a skilled
and employable workforce for NSW through vocational
education and training and higher education. The
department employs, develops and supports teachers,
leaders and other staff to deliver the best outcomes for
students.

Child safety is core to our work. As the largest provider
of public education in Australia, the department employs
and engages a large number of people (including
contractors and volunteers) and organisations who come
into contact with students in the delivery of its services.
The department aims to lead by example by promoting
best practice and proactively identifying and responding
to risks that impact on the safety and wellbeing of

our students. Some examples of key risks specific to
education settings that may pose a threat to the safety
and wellbeing of students include:

¢ the amount of time students spend in school

¢ the inherently hierarchical relationship between
students and teachers (and other school staff)

¢ the fact that students of different ages attend school
together

¢ high risk locations are common, including private
spaces on school grounds, excursions and overnight
camps.
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Keeping Children and
E2 Young People Safe
from Harm

The department uses a risk-based approach to inform
all planning and decision-making as well as ensuring
compliance with State and Commonwealth legislative
requirements. Risk management is essential to the
operations of the NSW public education system and
ensures a safety-oriented mindset is firmly embedded
in our culture and practice. The department as a system,
and our schools routinely undertake risk assessments
to identify potential risks and establish appropriate
mitigation strategies. We continuously review and
enhance our systems, policies, procedures and practices
to identify risks that impact the safety of students, staff
and others and put in place measures to either eliminate
or significantly reduce risks in our educational settings.
Some measures in place to keep students safe and
protected from harm include:

¢ annual mandatory staff training, policies, procedures
and resources on child protection that focus on key/
emerging child protection issues and identification and
response

¢ all staff are mandatory reporters who are required to
report concerns about suspected risk of significant
harm to students

an internal Child Wellbeing Unit that provides advice,
support and assistance to schools relating to child
protection concerns and works in partnership with
its respective groups in NSW Police, Department of
Communities and Justice and NSW Health

dedicated policies, plans and support services for
student wellbeing and inclusion

interagency collaboration with other NSW government
agencies to share information and ensure consistency
in approach in key child protection issues such as
problematic and harmful sexual behaviour (PHSB)

a mandatory curriculum on child protection that
provides strategies to students to recognise and
respond to unsafe situations, seek assistance and
develop knowledge and skills in protective strategies
and respectful relationships.

Governance and
@ Accountability

This Plan was developed to further strengthen our child
safety procedures while reducing administration burden
on schools. The Plan has been developed in consultation
with the NSW Office of the Children’s Guardian. Views

of our students, parents and carers were considered in
the development of the Plan through a range of existing
consultation mechanisms. Consultation on the Plan
included engagement with the department’s Aboriginal
Outcomes and Partnership group and the Aboriginal
Education Consultative Group -the peak community
advisory body to the department on Aboriginal education
and training at all levels and in all stages of planning and
decision making.

The department has a separate Child Safe Action Plan
specific to the early childhood education and care (ECEC)
sector -NSW Regulatory Authority’s Child Safe Action
Plan. This is in recognition of the unique regulatory
function of the department’'s NSW Regulatory Authority
over the ECEC sector in accordance with the National
Quality Framework.

The department has a two-tiered child protection
governance system providing a multi-level platform for
monitoring and discussion of child safety issues. The Child
Protection Executive Directors Group (the Group) meets
quarterly to share expert knowledge, monitor actions and
progress and make informed decisions and advise on key
child safety risks or raise emerging issues. The Group will
be responsible for:

¢ endorsing the department’s Plan every four years
¢ endorsing annual and progress reports and

¢ overseeing the annual review of progress.

This will be in consultation with relevant portfolios across
the department, including policy and operations, in
recognition of the shared commitment and responsibility
for implementing this Plan. The Group will tap into
existing feedback mechanisms for schools, students,
parents and staff to review the implementation and
impact of the Plan, including identified gaps, areas for
improvement and specific impacts and/or challenges for
Aboriginal students, students with disability and other
student groups. Each annual review will track progress
and measured actions and consider any new areas of
work to be incorporated into future Plans.
