P Owen sought to challenge and reject the traditional romanticised and ill-informed perceptions of war.

E The use of a simile in the line “coughing like hags we cursed through sludge” highlights the difficulty of the soldier's

movements through the battlefield and reinforces the degradation that war brings.

E These young men are portrayed as ‘old’ and physically ruined before their time.” The manipulation of sensory details allows

the audience to hear the soldiers coughing and cursing as they trudge along.

A He attempts to arouse the audience's pity for these soldiers as these are young men who are physically derelict and

mentally numb. The emphasis on illness, ‘coughing’ and the frailty of an old ‘hag’ undermine or subvert popular ideals of the
“soldier”.

L Owen manipulates poetic devices to allow him to challenge the traditional romanticised perceptions of war, revealing the

debilitating and degrading experiences of innocent soldiers in war by highlighting the traumatic physical, emotional and
psychological impacts on soldiers who had to commit atrocious acts to survive.
