	TASK:


What do I have to do? (Description of task)
Students will be assessed in two parts:

Part 1 (Self Assessment): Solving a tactical problem and maintaining possession of the ball. 

a. Students will be given a diagram of a netball game scenario, for which they have to select the correct attacking option based on player positioning. Students will be required to draw arrows on the court demonstrating player movement options that will enable the attacking team to maintain possession and advance play forward (2 marks).
b. Write a supporting statement explaining your decisions and player movements to show your understanding of the correct attacking option based on the situation (3 marks). 
Part 2 (Technical Assessment): Students will be assessed on their ability to perform movement competencies that are an integral part of the game of netball. 

These competencies include:
a. Passing (9 marks) 
b. Catching (9 marks)
c. Shooting (9 marks)

Students will have the opportunity to practice and refine these skills in a range of teaching and learning activities, including modified games.

This assessment will be conducted by the teacher and take place over two lessons towards the end of this unit. 
What do I need to do the task? (Resources)
