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My family
Learning goal: Children explore their own identity within the context of their family.
There are two ways you can create your family tree.
Option 1
1. Find some photos of your family.
2. Have a look at the photos and talk about who is in your family and your extended family.
3. Arrange the photos as a family tree to show how everyone is connected.
Option 2
1. Draw or print out a picture of a tree like the one in the image.
2. Draw your family members or write their names. Cut them out in the shape of tree leaves. 
3. Add the tree leaves to your tree.

· Ask someone to write the names of your family members on the family tree.

· Talk about what is the same and what is different about your family and other families you know.

How do you feel today? Peace
Learning goal: Children explore their feelings and consider what helps them feel calm.

7. Ask someone to help you write a list of those things.

· How do you feel?
· tell the person.

· What would it feel like?

1. Talk about your town/suburb on the map. 
2. Find your home and school on the map.
3. Answer the following questions:
· How will you go to school?
· Is it a long way from home?
· Will you walk or take a bus?
Is this activity too hard?
· Ask a grown up to drive or walk with you from your home to your school. Notice things along the way that you pass. For example, shops, park or signs.
· Draw your home and your school (if you have been there, or driven past) and make a line between the two.
Is this activity too easy?
· Map out the route between your home and school on Google maps or your printed map.
Crown making
Learning goal: Children use the creative arts to express ideas.
Let's make a crown like Max wore in the story 'Where the wild things are', by Maurice Sendak. If you would like to listen to the story again, you can access the QR code:

0. Draw zig zags for the top of the crown.


1. Cut the crown out.


2. Tape sections together to make it long enough.
